Q: How do I get my books?  
 
A:  You pick up your books from the Uni-
versity Bookstore when you return for fall 
semester.  If you would like to reserve 
your textbooks online, follow the direc-
tions on p. 77 of your Orientation binder 
or visit www.whywaitforbooks.com.  The 
bookstore will box up your books-  
you just have to go to the bookstore and 
pick them up. If you do not use the online 
reservation system, all you do is bring 
your list of the books (which can be 
found on your fall tuition statement that is 
emailed to you and is also  
 

included with your Phase II information) 
and pick up the books yourself at the 
bookstore.  Either option works great.

With the United States suffering from what 
many experts are calling the worst reces-
sion in decades, money management is  
on many students minds.  Here are some 
tips to make your dollar go further: 
 
-Avoid eating out.  Buy food from the gro-
cery store and prepare it in your room (if 
on campus) or use the microwaves located 
in Davies Center, Hilltop, or in one of the 
residence hall kitchens.  A can of soup 
from the grocery store is usually under a 
$1 while buying soup from a restaurant 
can be more than three times that amount. 
 
-Plan ahead.  If you have a long day of 
class or studying, bring a snack with you.  
Vending machines are expensive. 
 
-Alcohol is expensive.  An average college 
student spends nearly $900 a year on al-
cohol.  Keep that in mind, as well as the 
monetary fines for drinking under the age 
of 21.  Alcohol use can be very costly. 
 
-Donôt spend money you donôt have.  
Credit card agencies are going to bombard 
you with offers.  While credit cards are

If UW-Eau Claire has received your Ad-
vanced Placement scores, we would 
have sent you a letter by now.  If you 
took AP exams and have not received a 
letter from us, this probably means we 
do not have your scores. You can check 
to see if you have been given credit by 
going to ñMyBlugoldò on the UW-Eau 
Claire home page (where you regis-
tered), then ñMyInfo.ò Click on ñCourse 
Credits, other.ò Your AP credits will ap-
pear there. 

If we have not received your scores, 
there are three ways to get them to us 
that are outlined on the                      
Academic Testing web-page. 

 

Have you taken courses at another 
college or university?  
 
If so, make to sure to contact that univer-
sity or college to have the final tran-
scripts sent to UW-Eau Claire. 
 
Are you looking for a job this semester?   
 
Check out the job board.  Keep checking 
often, as employers add jobs throughout 
the summer. 
 
Are you receiving financial aid?   
 
If so, make sure to return your signed 
promissory note to the financial aid of-
fice if you have not done so already.   

 
Your financial aid will not show up on 
your bill until August 31 (a new bill will 
be sent to your University e-mail at this 
time).
