3. Assist the professional instructors in the instruction of the activities offered in the activity 

program. 

 

4. Assist with classroom instruction when requested by the Education Coordinator. 

 

5. Additional duties may be assigned based on the needs of the local Project. 

Qualifications: 

1. Project aides should have a strong sport background, good supervisory and leadership 

skills and be sensitive to the needs and interests of WYSP participants. 

 

2. Must comply with criminal background check requirements. 

 

3. Criminal Background Check will be required.
