 Pass the Praxis I (Pre-professional Skills Test – PPST) 

 Minimum of 30 credits exclusive of any with an education prefix 

 Minimum of 2.75 total & resident GPA 

 Completion of SPED 200 (With a grade of at least C- or higher) 

 Completion of SPED 205 (Pass)
