Introduction to Creative Writing This course is an opportunity for instruction, inspiration, practice and criticism for beginning creative writers through reading the writing of others and the production of  original  poetry, fiction, creative non-fiction, and dramatic writing.  This course furthers the skills and knowledge as expressed in all the Goals of a Baccalaureate The emphasis is on process, and  example. I require students to write each day in a journal. Selected journal entries  are revised and distributed to the class for comment. Four book reports of selected short poetry, fiction, essay and drama are also required .

 American Literature Since 1945   This course is an opportunity to read and react to some of the literature, including film and non-fiction, written in the United States since World War II.  This course furthers the skills and knowledge as expressed in all the Goals of a Baccalaureate Through a chronological survey, the class examines the way that literature has both reflected and shaped post-modern ideas and conditions of identity, technology, media, violence, gender, ethnicity, social class, and family. In past semesters, we have often concentrated on how the above processes are illustrated in regard to such specific historical events as the end of World War II, the rise and fall of Communism, the Vietnam War, the Civil Rights Movement, the Sexual Revolution, Feminism, the Counterculture, and the American notion of the middle-class.  A reading journal is required and there are regular quizzes, a midterm and a final exam.

Students will keep a reading/viewing journal, take exams, prepare class presentations, and develop and “adaptation” of their own.  Love in the Western World.   Initially, though not in anyway exclusively, Romantic, Secular, Heterosexual, Western expressions of Love, Sex, Romance, and  Marriage in Literature, History, Art, Philosophy, the Sciences and Popular Culture. This course furthers the skills and knowledge as expressed in all the Goals of a Baccalaureate Topics we  have previously explored include :Some Pre-History of Love, Christian and Courtly Love, Beauty and the Beast, The Kiss, The Balcony, Young Love and Old, Love as Dance, Love and the Woman in Question, The Trouble with Don Juan. Each student is required to do four in class reports, participate in three class studies, complete a significant semester project and take a final exam.

Creative Writing Workshop – Poetry   Prerequisites 276 & 310 or consent of instructor. Not for GE. This course is an opportunity for instruction, inspiration, practice, and criticism for the advanced writer of poetry. This course furthers the skills and knowledge as expressed in all the Goals of a Baccalaureate  A poem is required each week based upon a shared idea, topic or strategy.  Reading is required week as well as critiquing of other’s work and the assembly  a 10 -15 page portfolio in which revision  is stressed and encouraged.  Approximately 1/3 of class time is set aside for lecture/discussion and the other 2/3 for workshop .
