Expectations of Student Researchers

Student researchers agree to the following:
· Be on time and conduct the required work in a timely manner as directed by their mentors.
· Be honest about the amount of time spent on the project each week.

· Discussions between the mentors and students are confidential. No specifics of the research being conducted will be discussed unless permission has been granted by the mentors. 

· Meet with their mentors at times and locations agreed upon by both parties. 

· Keep and follow a set research schedule. 

· Submit their pay requests to payroll every two weeks.
· If necessary, accept pay for work to be done at a later date.

· Present the project conclusions at CERCA, our campus symposium for undergraduate student research, in April or May of 2016, OR other venues such as Developmental Education Instructor meetings or Strategic Enrollment Division meetings.

Mentors agree to the following:

· Provide concrete details and structure and direction

· Be accessible and available for assistance

· Teach/train students on research methods

· Offer constructive feedback

· Help students learn and practice characteristics of good scholars

· Challenge students (encourage risk taking and honor failure)
· Keep students informed of other opportunities
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
