Degree program. UWEC participates in the BSN@HOME collaboration program, which is a joint effort between 
seven of the University of Wisconsin System nursing programs. Applicants will need to apply and be admitted to 
UWEC and the BSN Completion Program.  All students must have a Wisconsin or Minnesota RN License at time 
of admission or by the designated deadline once admitted.
