IRB: CITI Human Subject Research Course (20pts.)
Offered through the CITI Training Program
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The total estimated time to complete the basic course is 1-2 hours.

UWEC Institutional Review Board (IRB) has selected the Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) to provide online ethics training for researchers conducting studies on human subjects. The CITI Program is widely used by large universities as well as primarily undergraduate institutions. The required course content is specific to the type of social, behavioral, and education research typically conducted by UWEC researchers (https://www.uwec.edu/orsp/irb-citi-training/).

All researchers engaged in Human Subjects Research (HSR) must complete and maintain
certification for the relevant HSR Course. The “Students doing research for a course requirement” course expires after four years.

Instructions for completing the HSR Training via CITI

1. Go to CITI website www.citiprogram.org

2. From the Home Page, click “Register” to create an account if you have not previously logged on (i.e., created an account) to the CITI.
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3. Under Participating Institution, choose “University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire”. Click at the bottom on the screen.
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4. Create a profile by filling in personal information, including UWEC email (user@uwec.edu) and creating a username and password.

5. Complete the profile information * indicates a required field Click “Continue”.

6. Choose “Human Subjects Research”.

7. The next screen will ask if you have previously taken the Basic Course in the Protection of Human Research Subjects. If you have never completed CITI training before, you will choose Basic.

8. The next screen will ask if you want to affiliate with another institution. You can add affiliations in the future if needed, but do not add others at this time. Click “Finalize Registration”. CITI will send you an email to activate your account from “citiprogram-noreply@citiprogram.org”. Click the link in the email to complete the registration process.

9. Sign in using the username and password that you created.

10. You are now at the Main Menu. Click “View Courses” from University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire.

11. From Main Menu page, under the heading “Learner Tools for University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire”, click “Add a Course”

12. For Question 1 (Human Subjects Research), choose the appropriate course: “Students doing research for a course requirement”
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13. For all remaining questions, select “No” or “Not at This Time” and leave all answers to Question
7 blank.

14. Click “Submit.” The selected HSR course will now appear in your course list on the Main
Menu page.

15. Complete all 12 required modules. Successful completion requires a composite score of 80% on the quizzes. You are able to retake the quiz by clicking “View this Module again” at the bottom of the quiz review page. A completion report will be generated when all modules are complete and a composite score of 80% has been achieved.

16. When this tutorial is successfully completed, you will receive an email notification. Remember to save a copy of the Course Completion Report for your records.
